BENEFITS

RESERVATIONS
All vendors must be available for the scheduled rain date. DO NOT make a reservation if you have other commitments on the event date and the rain date. Reservations are processed in postmarked order. Use First Class mail. DO NOT send by certified, overnight and/or registered mail. We prefer you use a #10 business-size envelope.  Reservations will be accepted on the day of the event if space is available.
DAMAGE/LOSS 
WHCA is not responsible for any damage and/or loss to property.  Renters are responsible for staffing their own spaces and the securing of all property and monies.  
LOST/MISDIRECTED MAIL 
WHCA is not responsible for lost and/or misdirected mail. 
PAYMENTS ACCEPTED 
WHCA accepts cash, money orders or Pay Pal.  Personal checks and credit cards will not be accepted.
SPACE ASSIGNMENTS
Stall spaces are approximately 19’L x 9’W.  Spaces will be assigned on the day of the event when you check in at the WHCA Flea Market Information table.  Go to the Pathmark Shopping Center, 4160 Monument Road, during set up and a volunteer will assist you.
SPECIAL REQUESTS 
We will do our best to accommodate special requests.  However, we do not guarantee that special requests will be honored. 
VENDOR FEES 
Spaces are $25 per stall.  There is no limit to how many spaces you can rent.  
VENDOR FINES 
Vendor fines will be imposed for those who break down and leave before closing.  All stalls should be up and open for business until 4:00 p.m.  Failure to comply will result in a $10 fine per space.  All fines must be received within ten (10) business days. 
VENDOR SALES
Vendors keep their individual sales. WHCA Flea Market does not guarantee vendor sales (see Helpful Hints). 
WAITING LIST
Payments will still be accepted after the Flea Market is SOLD OUT. All reservations will be placed on our Waiting List.  If/when we receive a cancellation, we will contact you by e-mail and/or phone. If you are not placed, your payment will be returned to you by WHCA check within 14 business days.
SET UP, HOURS, CLOSING & CLEAN UP 
SET UP 
8:00 a.m. until 9:00 a.m.  All vendors must arrive before 9:00 a.m.  Failure to comply will result in losing your space assignments. There is NO exception to this policy. If you are late, you may be placed in another location (space permitting).  If you cannot be placed, you agree to forfeit your space assignment(s), and you agree that your payment will be processed as a donation. 
HOURS 

9:00 a.m. until 4:00 p.m.  Respect our neighbors by keeping noise levels to a minimum at all times. NO honking horns. NO loud radios. NO yelling. 
CLOSING
All sales are should finalized by 4 p.m.  DO NOT break down before 4:00 p.m.  (SEE Vendor Fines). 
CLEAN UP 
Vendors are required to leave their spaces clean. Your trash is your responsibility.  Please dispose of trash properly.

CANCELLATION DEADLINE 

ONE WEEK CANCELLATION NOTICE is required. Call our 24-hour voice mail at 215-473-WHCA (9422), or send an e-mail to WynnefieldHeights@yahoo.com by 6:00 p.m. on Saturday, Oct 4th, 2008
IF YOU CANCEL IN ADVANCE 
We will return your payment by WHCA check within ten (10) business days of your cancellation. 
IF YOU DO NOT CANCEL IN ADVANCE 
Or, if you are marked as a NO SHOW, you are not entitled to a refund. If this occurs, your payment will be processed as a donation. 
If the event is cancelled on both days, you will receive a refund via WHCA Check within 14 business days.  In the event of inclement weather, a decision will be made to either postpone or proceed with the Flea Market by 8:00 a.m. on the day of event.  Vendors may call the WHCA voice-mail for the final decision and further instructions.
HELPFUL HINTS 
WHAT TO BRING, WHAT TO WEAR
Bring your own tables, folding chairs, paper or plastic bags for merchandise, a trash bag or box, and plenty of bottled water. If it is hot, bring along a hat or visor, sunglasses and sunscreen. Wear old clothes and comfortable shoes. 
WHEN TO START 
Come out early. Some of your best sales may come from other vendors before the Flea Market even opens. 
HOW TO PRICE 
Make sure all of your items are clearly marked with a price tag. DO NOT make your customers ask for prices. If you are busy with another customer, you could lose a potential sale. Price your items to move. A true Flea Market shopper loves to bargain! A price guideline is 10% of the original retail price with the exception of antiques and collectibles.
NOTE: Bring at least $20 in $1s and $5s to get you started. Also, bring quarters if you plan to price anything under $1. An apron with deep pockets will serve as a good money holder.
SAFETY & SECURITY


We must approve and monitor the merchandise being sold by our vendors. Here is a brief list of items that are regulated by the Philadelphia Police Dept (PPD). These items CANNOT be sold. 
NO DRUGS OR DRUG PARAPHERNALIA 

Including, but not limited to containers, head shop items, pipes, rolling papers and/or similar items. 
NOTE: Collectible pill boxes are acceptable. 
NO PORNOGRAPHIC MATERIALS 
Including, but not limited to literature, magazines, videos and/or similar items.
NO WEAPONS 
Including, but not limited to brass knuckles, guns and knives (collectible, new and/or used), sling shots and/or similar items.
OTHER RESTRICTED ITEMS
Including, but not limited to bootleg audio/video tapes, bootleg CDs/DVDs, brand name counterfeit merchandise, fireworks, stolen merchandise and/or similar items.
WARNING: YOU ARE SUBJECT TO ARREST, FINES AND/OR IMPRISONMENT IF YOU DISPLAY AND/OR SELL ILLEGAL ITEMS. MERCHANDISE MAY BE CONFISCATED BY THE PPD.
PARKING
You may park your vehicle at your vendor space.  Cars must be parked no later than 9:00 a.m.  After the Flea Market begins, no car movement will be allowed until breakdown.  Please only park in your assigned stall.  WHCA is not responsible for parking tickets or towed vehicles.
